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CONDITIONS OF CARRIAGE

Tickets are issued subject to MEA's General Conditions
of Carriage for Passengers and Baggage, which may be
seen at all offices of MEA and General Sales Agents.
The extracts given below are for general guidance, and
reference should be made to the appropriate regulation
for further details

FARES

All fares shown wunder ‘‘Passenger Fares'' are for
information only. Normal fares are valid for one year and
are in most cases applicable via more than one routing.
Special reduced round trip fares with limited validity and
subject to certain rules regarding sales and combination,
are available between a number of points.

ALTERATIONS

Alterations in the conditions of carriage, the fares and
schedul:s of aircraft and the types of aircraft may be
made without previous notice to passengers. It is therefore
advisable to obtain confirmation of timgs and fares at
least 48 hours prior to departure. This may save much
inconvenience for you.

PASSPORTS

Please ensure that you have a valid passport, exit permits
and visas required for your trip. However, MEA Offices
and General Sales Agents will be glad to render you all
possible assistance.

CURRENCY

The movement of money between most countries is subject
to Government Control. Passengers should consult their
banks about regulations applicable to their journey.

GROUND TRANSPORT

Road transport between town terminals and airports is
available for a separate charge or free, depending on the
regulations existing at each location.

MEALS

On MEA services your fare includes all meals and
gratuities in flight and on the ground from the departure
of the aircraft until arrival at the airport of destination
shown on the flight coupon of your ticket. Alcoholic
drinks, provided free in flight for First Class passengers,
are available on board for sales to Tourist and Economy
passengers. Cigarettes may be purchased in all classes

HOTEL ACCOMMODATION

Hotel accommodation, meals and ground transport are
usually provided at night-stops, and in many cases, on
transfer to or from MEA services and direct connecting
services (up to a maximum of 24 hours). As a general
rule, the provision of such facilities is at the option of
the carrier conveying the passenger to the connecting
point. Regulations for journeys by local carriers may
differ, particularly in respect of baggage allowance, meals
and hotel accommodation.

STOPOVERS

Except when precluded by Government order, you may
break your journey at one or more places en route, and
retain the benefit of the through fare, provided notice
is given at the time of reservation. Hotel expenses at
each stop-over will be your responsibility.

REDUCED FARES

RETURN TICKETS, First, Tourist or Economy Class, cost
approximately 10 % less than two single fares and are
normally valid for one year. Reductions of approximately
10 % are made on most routes for CIRCLE TRIPS and
ROUND - THE -WORLD TOURS.

Special reduced fares are also available for STUDENTS over
12 and under 26 years of age attending full-time courses
at an educational institution, when travelling between the
place of education and home and subject to various other
conditions which may be obtained from any MEA office or
Travel Agency.

Interchange arrangements between MEA and most other
air carriers enable passengers to use the combined services
at the normal through fares.

CHILDREN AND INFANTS

An infant under two accompanied by an adult and not
occupying a separate seat, is charged 10% of the normal First,
Tourist or Economy adult fare. Additional infants under two
accompanying the same adult, an infant under two occu-
pying a separate seat, and children of two years of age and
over, who have not yet reached their twelfth, birthday
are charged 50 % of the normal First, Tourist or Economy
adult fare. Age is taken as that at the beginning of the
outward journey.

HEALTH REGULATIONS

Valid certificates of inoculation and/or vaccination, issued
on a special international form, are definitely required by
most countries. Passengers are advised to make early enqui-
ries about the requirements for their journey.

TAXES OR CHARGES

Any ticket, transportation or other taxes or charges imposed
by Government regulations are additional to the fare and
payable by you, either with the fare or in local currency on
arrival or departure,

BAGGAGE

FREE ALLOWANCE On First Class services the free baggage
allowance is 30 Kilos (66 Ibs.).On Tourist and Economy Class
services it is 20 Kilos (44 |bs.). Passengers travelling part-way
by one class of service and part-way by another are given
the free baggage allowance applicable to the class of fare
paid. Personal articles, i. e. a lady's handbag,an overcoat or
wrap, a foot rug, an umbrella or walking stick, a small came-

ra, binoculars and reading matter for the flight moy be carried
free. Other reading matter, brief cases, cabin bags, attache
cases, parcels, typewriters, heavy cameras, vanity or cosme-
tic cases, hat boxes and personal radios are weighed as part
of your free allowance. If this is exceeded, you become
liable to excess charges.

EXCESS CHARGES Baggage in excess of the free allowance is
charged a 1% of the First Class single fare per kilo. Where
a First, Tourist or Economy Class through fare is paid, through
charges are payable at the point of origin.

EXCESS VALUE CHARGE Passengers have the option of making
a separate declaration of value for baggoge. Registered
baggage valued at more than £518s. (U.S. $16.50) per
kilo and unregistered baggage valued at more than £ 117 18s.

(U.S. $ 330) per passenger is subject to an excess value
of 9d. per £ 25 (or 15 cents per U.S. $ 100) or fraction
thereof. The maximum declaration per passenger is limited
to £1,500 (U.S.$ 4,200).

CHILDREN AND INFANTS Children at half fare get the adult
allowance. Infants travelling at 10 % fare have no free
allowance, but a carry-cot and infants' food for consumption
in flight may be carried without charge.

UNACCOMPAGNIED BAGGAGE On some routes, special rates
are available for the carriage of unaccompanied baggage,
i. e. wearing apparel (excluding jewellery and furs). For a
minimum quantity of 10 Kilos (22 Ibs.), the rate charged is
only 50 % of the basic freight rate per kilo.

CAMERAS Over certain sectors of your journey restrictions
may be applied to the use of cameras and binoculars.
PROHIBITED ARTICLES Government regulations do not permit the
carriage of inflammable or explosive material in aircraft.
Articles which are easily ignited, such as cigarette lighter
fluid, matches; etc., must not be packed in baggage or car-
ried personally. However, where smoking is allowed on
aircraft, you may carry safety matches or a lighter on your
person.

PUNCTUALITY

While every effort is made to ensure the punctuality of
our services, MEA cannot accept responsibility for the delay
or suspension of a service nor guarantee that connections
will be made with other air services or surface carriers.

YOUR DEPARTURE

It is essential to check in at the departure terminal or airport
no later than the time indicated on your ticket. This allows
the MINIMUM time to complete all formalities. Flights can-
not be delayed for passengers arriving late and we cannot
accept responsibility in such cases.

RESERVATIONS

You can make your reservations through any authorized
MEA travel agent or any MEA ticket office listed under
« Addresses ». It is advisable to make all reservations well in
advance. At transfer, stopover and turnaround points, please
confirm your onward or return reservations. If you have to
cancel a reservation, please make it at your earliest conveni-
ence.

SEAT RESERVATIONS

Reservation of specific seats in aircraft cannot be guaranteed
although at terminal stations every effort will be made to
meet passengers’ requirements.

COMBINED" AIR/SEA JOURNEYS

Arrangements exist with certain steamship companies for
combined air/sea journeys. For pre-booked passengers, or
in cases of transfer en route, fare adjustments will be made
as necessary. Special facilities for sending heavy baggage
by sea are available to air passengers.
