AVIS
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Customs:

(1) All goods brought to Swaziland are subject to Customs
Control. Upon arrival Customs require you to make a
declaration and your baggage may be subjected to examina-
tion.

Cars bearing foreign registration are required to pay 50 cents
road toll obtainable from the point of entry. Swaziland is in
the Common Customs Area with Lesotho, Botswana and
South Africa. Commodities from outside the Common
Customs Area require an import permit before entry is
allowed into Swaziland. Such permits are issued upon
application by the Ministry of Finance, P.O. Box 443,
Mbabane. The importation of certain agricultural items like
trees, bulbs, livestock also require a permit. Details of the
latter may be obtained from the Ministry of Agriculture, P.O.
Box 162, Mbabane.

(2) Arms and ammunition are are prohibited for tourist
unless prior permission has been obtained from the Fire-
arms Licencing Board, P.O. Box 49, Mbabane.

Currency:

Swaziland's unit of currency is Lilangeni (plural Emalangeni),
equivalent to the South African rand. On Lilangeni is made

up of 100 cents. Travellers cheque and credit cards can be
used in Swaziland.

Banks:

Operating hours for all banks in Swaziland are 08h30 -
13h00 on weekdays and 08h30 to 11h00 on Saturday
Barclays Bank, The Standard and Swaziland Development
and Savings Bank have branches throughout Swaziland.
The Bank of Commerce and Credit has branches in
Mbabane and Manzini. The Central Bank of Swaziland
operates, only from Mbabane.
